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Minutes of Meeting  
June 22, 1999  
Seattle, Washington  

Call to Order  

A quorum was achieved at 1:09 p.m. in room 620 of the Convention Center.  

Minutes of Last Meeting  

After introductions, the minutes from the Chicago meeting were reviewed.  It was moved by John Andrews, and seconded by Keith Temple to approve the minutes.  Motion passed 6-0-0.  

Subcommittee Reports  

Handbook  

Stephen Kowalski read a letter from Paul Haydock.  Revisions to the handbook were sent to ASHRAE, which requested a summary of revisions which Paul will provide.  Paul thanked all those who provided input and assistance in development of the revised handbook chapter.  

Paul will become TC 6.3 Vice-Chair following the annual meeting, and Greg Lynch has volunteered to become Handbook Subcommittee chair.  

Standards  

Cyrus Nasseri reported that SPC 103, Methods of Testing for Annual Fuel Utilization Efficiency of Residential Central Furnaces and Boilers, will meet Wednesday.  Standard 152P is in public review, which will close in July.  Mark Modera reported that in addition to the standard available on the ASHRAE web site, there is a calculation program available on the LBL web site at http://ducts.lbl.gov, click on Standard 152.  Cyrus continued that Standard 124, Method of Testing for Rating Combination Space Heating and Water Heating Appliances, is also being revised, with the SPC having met earlier on Tuesday.  

As to government standards, DOE plans to reference Standard 103 in its entirety.  In cooling, DOE is revising the test procedure for air conditioners and heat pumps, and a proposed rule is expected soon.  DOE is also looking at minimum standards for air conditioners and heat pumps, and an advanced notice of proposed rulemaking is expected to be published soon in the Federal Register.  Cyrus expects minimum levels to be increased, particularly for heat pumps.  

Stephen Kowalski reported that at the TC chair meeting, ASHRAE requested information on where ASHRAE standards are referenced by other codes and standards.  

Mark Modera moved, and Frank Jakob seconded, that Roger Hedrick be appointed as TC 6.3 Liaison to SPC 62.2P.  This passed 6-0-0.  

Program  

New program subcommittee chair, Keith Temple, solicited input to future programs.  TC 6.3 is sponsoring a forum on Wednesday, Residential HVAC in the Pacific Northwest.  He distributed a program plan (Attachment 1).  Bob Hemphill is chairing a symposium for Dallas on Chimney and Vent Performance, and requested reviewers of papers for that symposium.  There were concerns expressed that he might not be able to get papers completed and peer reviewed by the 8/6/99 deadline, so it was decided to have a seminar instead.  Bob will attempt to get papers completed and reviewed in time to have a symposium for Minneapolis.  

Another seminar for Dallas will focus on Advancing the State of the Art in Duct Leakage Testing, with a goal of developing concepts for future development of Standard 152.  Keith Temple moved, seconded by Frank Jakob, that the TC sponsor a seminar in Dallas with that title.  Motion carried 6-0-0.  

Keith Temple further moved that the TC prioritize the requested program items as listed on the program plan, seconded by Dan Dempsey.  This passed 6-0-0.  

For Minneapolis, Keith Temple moved, Dan Dempsey second, that the proposed forum, What are the Current Issues in Residential Space Conditioning and Ventilation for Cold Climates? be requested.  Passed 6-0-0.  Frank Jakob will chair this forum.  

Keith Temple moved that the priorities for Minneapolis be: 1) the symposium, and 2) the forum.  Mark Modera seconded and this passed 6-0-0.  

Keith Temple moved that the TC sponsor a seminar for Atlanta on Control Strategies for Residential and Light Commercial Space Conditioning and Ventilation Systems.  Frank Jakob seconded, this passed 6-0-0.  

Research  

John Andrews reported that Ecotope has completed their project on field validation of Standard 152P.  This project was cosponsored by DOE, represented Esher Kweller.  The project monitoring subcommittee (PMS) met with Ecotope representatives on Monday, and felt that Ecotope did a superior job on the project.  The PMS requested that Paul Francisco make a brief report to the TC.  They used several methods of evaluating duct losses, and identified areas where the standard could be improved.  

DOE has also sponsored projects with FSEC, Synertech and NAHB-RC, who had also bid on the ASHRAE RFP.  John Andrews briefly described the status of these efforts.  John Andrews moved, and Frank Jakob seconded, that the TC accept the report from Ecotope, following minor revisions.  This motion was supported by the other members of the project monitoring subcommittee.  Esher Kweller stated that perhaps the TC could issue a letter of commendation to Ecotope, and that ASHRAE research staff be notified of the TCs opinion.  This was accepted as a friendly amendment.  The motion passed 6-0-0.  John Andrews will write the letter of commendation (Attachment 2).  Copies of the report will be available to anyone who emails a request to Paul Francisco at paul@ecotope.com.  

John solicited attendees for the research subcommittee meetings on Mondays at each ASHRAE meeting.  John distributed a research plan (Attachment 3) which had been developed at the research subcommittee meeting on Monday.  This includes 6 potential projects.  There is a new 2 step process for getting projects approved.  First is a Research Topic Acceptance Request (RTAR) which is used to evaluate whether a topic is appropriate for ASHRAE, followed by a workstatement.  Frank Jakob will ask SPC 103 whether the Priority 2 project is necessary.  If so, a workstatement will be letter balloted to the TC.  John Andrews described the rationale and purpose of the other proposed research topics.  After a discussion of some of the proposed projects, John moved that RTARs and workstatements be prepared for the first four projects on the research plan.  Bill Roy of Ducane asked about the cosponsored project with TC 6.10 which was approved by TC 6.3 in Chicago.  John had assumed that this was being handled by TC 6.10.  He will add the cosponsored project to the research plan with an indication that it is being cosponsored.  

Don Eppelheimer, TAC Section 6 Head, stated that this approach was appropriate, but it should be given a priority by TC 6.3, even though 6.10 may give it a different priority.  

John modified his motion to add the cosponsored project, and the motion was seconded by Keith Temple.  There was discussion of how the cosponsored project should be prioritized.  It was decided that Stephen Kowalski will write a letter of support for the project to the TC 6.10 chair with copies to Bill Seaton and Don Eppelheimer.  It will also be listed on the TC 6.3 research plan without a priority.  The motion passed 6-0-0.  

Liaison Reports  

Roger Hedrick reported on the status of Standard 62.2P.  

New Business  

Stephen Kowalski reported that there were requests for items for ASHRAE Insights and also a request for training classes and authors.  

Steve also requested whether email would be sufficient for committee mailings.  No one requested snail mail, so future mailings will be email only, to the extent possible.  

At future meetings, the subcommittee meetings will follow immediately after each other, regardless of the time listed in the ASHRAE schedule for the start of the second (program) subcommittee meeting.  

Mike Lubliner reported on the status of NFPA 501 on manufactured housing.  Responses to comments are now available on the NFPA website.
